82 parents still have outstanding 

DEBTS at school. 

PARENTPAY  Out of 145 children on roll, we have a staggering 82 accounts on Parentpay 

currently in deficit.  Despite several reminders, these accounts have not been settled and in 

many instances, no attempts have been made to reduce the balances, or discuss a payment 

scheme to reduce the balance of outstanding accounts with the school. 

As the end of term approaches, can parents please note that if their accounts are shown as 

owing monies, these debts might be referred to Credit Control at North Yorkshire County 

Council.  Following this departments involvement there is a risk that cases will be referred to the 

Council’s Legal Team who will continue to attempt to retrieve the debt through County Court 

proceedings, ultimately this could lead to a ‘County Court Judgement’ being issued against an 

individual meaning credit scores and banking facilities are affected.   Thank you to all those 

parents who strive to keep their accounts in credit and make regular payments for services the 

school have provided.  Any monies in credit will be transferred over to next academic year.
