Friday 13th December

This year we will be festive fundraising for ‘Save the Children’ and local charity St John’s Hospice. If they want to, on the 13th 
December, children can come to school wearing a Christmas Jumper   All other clothing/shoes should be children’s usual school 
uniform.  On the day, children will need to make sure they have a pair of trainers in school to change into.  During the morning, 
all children will take part in a fundraising sponsored ‘Elf Run’ – for more information, please see previous letter from Mrs 
Nelson.

This performance is for parents.  Please join us for a 6.00pm start in the School Hall. If at all possible, please arrange childcare for 
younger children so that they do not disturb the children’s Nativity performance.  As we are sure everyone will appreciate, our 
younger children have spent a long time learning their lines and practicing their songs.  It would be unfair if children cannot be 
clearly heard by members of the audience.  It is anticipated that the Nativity will last for approximately 30 minutes.  There are 
no admission charges or tickets for entry, but there will be an opportunity for members of the audience to make a voluntary 
contribution towards school’s fundraising efforts, via a collection bucket.
