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Message from Mr Hiley

Unfortunately, over the duration of the week, positive
cases of Covid have continued to be identified here at the
school. Insome instances, children testing ‘positive’ have
shown no symptoms of Covid and were only tested for
Covid as a precautionary measure. | think this highlights
the importance of continuing with restrictive measures.
By way of a reminder, even if you have previously carried
out a PCR test, if your child develops any symptoms a few
days following the test, it is recommended that you
REPEAT a test as infection could have developed during
the intervening days.

By way of a reminder, the following restrictions have been
re-introduced here at the school :

- Minimising contact between classes (including at
lunchtimes and breaktimes)

- Suspending whole school activities (to be reviewed)

- Re-introducing face coverings for adults around the
school (unless medically except)

- Only allowing essential visitors into the school building.

- Encouraging parents to socially distance and wear a face
covering when dropping off and collecting children from
the playground. Encouraging parents to wear a face
covering when approaching a member of staff. Asking
that parents consider not allowing children to mix with
children from other classes (excluding siblings) at the
beginning and end of the school day.

- Suspending Breakfast Club and After School Club
originally for ten days, but again to be reviewed.

It has been confirmed by NYCC’s Public Health Team, that
symptoms of Covid 19 in a large number of younger
children are presenting themselves as cold symptoms, or
asymptomatic (no symptoms).

We will be reviewing the situation in school on Tuesday
next week and making a decision on whether to relax or
continue with the current restrictions. | am aware that
several parents are understandably concerned about our
before and after school provision and the fact that this is
currently closed. We will, as part of our review, be looking
at how we can reintroduce this as soon as possible as we
understand how important it is to work schedules etc.
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Despite Covid, our Children in Need Fundraiser still
managed to take place. Thank you to the children who all
took part in their ‘bubbled’ challenges and thank you to
everyone for collecting sponsorship or donating towards
this worthy cause.

Covid-19

There is clear evidence (ZOE Covid Study) that a runny
nose and cold like symptoms are now the most common
symptoms of Covid infection in unvaccinated children.
This is challenging as we move into the usual Autumn cold
and flu season therefore, we would strongly recommend
that if your child is showing mild cold symptoms including
a runny or blocked nose you test regularly with an LFD
(Lateral Flow Device) test. By following guidance, we can
help prevent the spread of Covid and protect our friends,
families and communities. Advice from the Government
continues to state:

“Do not use a rapid lateral flow test if you
have COVID-19 symptoms as listed on the
NHS website. Get a PCR test as soon as
possible and self-isolate, while awaiting the
result even if symptoms are mild”.
