Covid : Testing and Guidance

Don’t forget if your child shows any one or more
symptoms of Covid (headache, sickness, sore throat,
fatigue, cold-like symptoms) then please keep your child
at home and follow isolation rules. Please ensure that a
lateral flow test is undertaken. Confirmatory PCR tests
are no longer necessary. If a lateral flow test result is
positive, your child will need to remain at home for at
least FIVE days. On day 5 and day 6 following a positive
test, further lateral flow tests should be undertaken
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(these tests should be taken 24 hours apart). If results
from these TWO tests are negative then and only then can
your child return to school. If the test is still showing as a
positive then your child should continue to fulfil ten days
of isolation.
